Coppôs Development Project 
The Coppôs grocery store development at the Doric 
Lodge site along Cottage Grove Road appears to have 
slowed down official ñrevised planò for review following 
the  
feedback received at the April 26, 2010 Urban Planning  
Commission meeting.  To date, a formal plan has not 
been submitted for review. 
 
As your MPNA Board, our job is to represent the greater 
voice of the neighborhood ï this position has not 
changed.   The commercial development in the Village 
Square area continues to be hampered by the recent 
economic  
slowdown despite continued efforts by DSI.  Now more 
than ever, we realize the need for an ñanchorò in this 
commercial area to attract new businesses and services, 
but want to be sure itôs a good fit for the MPNA and our  
neighbors.
